The Shergalis's and our family are planning to go to Scotland this year in
October for a four day meeting with Bulgarians living there. We are planning 
to preach on “The Good News”. I'd ask you to please pray for this upcoming 
event.
Back in January of 2023 I had written about a good conversation I had with a 
young man named, Acen, and young lady named, Pamela. I was able to 
reconnect with Acen recently; and he came to church. He told me then that 
he had given his life to Jesus Christ; and that he now sees things in an entirely 
different light.
